Exam 
places in Glasgow are limited, so early booking is advised.

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These highly communicative courses can be 
taken to improve your general English level 
or to prepare for the FCE and CAE exam.

These courses will introduce vocabulary and grammar 
which will enhance the performance of the student in the 
FCE and CAE exam, covering the essential exam tasks such 
as describing photographs, writing an essay or discussing 
your opinion.  Although vocabulary is a key element of 
these courses, students will be expected to continue to 
enrich their vocabulary outside of the school if they wish 
to achieve success in the FCE and CAE exam. The class 
follows a core course book with supplementary materials 
to suit the needs of the group.

The courses also focus on techniques and coping strategies 
to deal with all sections of the exam: Listening, Reading, 
Writing, Speaking and Use of English.
