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Our homestay hosts are families, couples and single
people. We have chosen them for you because they
have clean, comfortable homes near the school and
they offer a friendly welcome to our students. We
want you to feel like one of the family. Thisis a great
way to help you practise your English naturally. We
visit all our host families regularly to make sure the
accommodation they offer is of the highest standard.

When you arrive, your host will show you how to get to
school on the first morning. Most hosts live within 20-
30 minutes of the school on foot or by public transport.

Homestay families provide two meals a day,
included in the price of your accommodation. You
have a private bedroom with somewhere to put your
clothes, and a table to work at. Every day, you eat
with members of the host family at breakfast and

in the evening and you can have meals together at
weekends. We never put two students who speak
the same language in the same home (unless
requested), so you will have plenty of opportunity
to practise your English and get to know more about
the British way of life.
