Corfu was eventually ceded by the British
Empire along with the remaining islands of the United States
of the lonian Islands, and unification with modern Greece was
concluded in 1864 under the Treaty of London. In 2007, the
city's old city was designated for the UNESCO World Heritage List.

Corfu is renowned for its long tradition and rich culture which is un-
like any other Greek island.
