What is Erasmus+?

Erasmus+ is the EU funding programme for education, training,
youth and sport, and replaces all previous funding programmes such
as Comenius, Leonardo Da Vinci and Grundtvig.

As part of the Lifelong Learning programme, grants are available to
enable students to participate in a work experience programme in
a country other than the country in which they normally live. This
funding is administered by National Agencies who represent the
European Commission in each EU member state.

All Erasmus+ applications must be made through your school or
institution, and can only be done provided they have a partner
abroad who is able to receive their students. Individual grants are
still available, but the application must go through your school.

Erasmus+ (Key Action 1: Mobility of Individuals) is the funding
programme available for all EU nationals.
