You can apply for the
permit at the time of entry into Japan. With a student visa, you are permitted to work for a period not to exceed 28 hours a week during
a semester, and for a period not to exceed 8 hours a day while you are on a long-term vacation.

You are prohibited from working in Japan on a short-stay visa.
