As the students skills improve, they 

move to higher-level clas- ses and 

greater challenges.

Supplementary tests are used to do-

cument the milestones in a student’s 

progress.

ACCREDITATIONS

Beginner A1: a first approach to Spa-

nish, this course is designed for stu-

dents without any prior knowledge 

of the language. The course focuses 

on the acquisition of basic Spanish 

grammar in order to communicate in 

everyday basic situations.

Elementary A2: designed for stu-

dents with some previous knowledge 

of Spanish but who need to improve 

their ability to communicate and ex-

pand their vocabulary. This Spanish 

course places emphasis on the acquisi-

tion of grammatical concepts and the 

assimilation of those concepts already 

studied. Intermediate B1: designed to 
master advanced Spanish grammar 

concepts, fluency in communication 
and increa sing lexical knowledge.

Upper intermediate B2- C1: concei-

ved for students of Spanish who have 

already mastered the usage of the 

Spanish language.

EXPENSES.

You should allow for weekly ex- pen-

ditures of around 60 to 100 euro de-

pending on the accommodation sta-

tus (fullboard with a Spanish family) 

or living in a single room in our resi-

dence.

Cadiz is not an expensive city – going 

out at night, tapas and extra curricu-

lar activities are much cheaper than 

in most European cities, and more 

eco- nomical than other Spanish ci-

ties.

INSURANCE.
Citizens of other European Union 

countries do not need additional in-

surance, since there are health care 

agreements with all other E.U. mem-

bers. We recommend you check with 

the health care agencies in your coun-

try of origin.

For non European Union citizens we 

recommend as with all other trips, 

you purchase medical insurance 

when you book your trip.

Whether or not there is public health 

care for you depends on country-to-

country agree- ments.
